School Charges 

We will continue to charge a much-reduced fee for School Charges.  This will be standard 

throughout the school and will cover the following: 

● Photocopying - €15 

● Art and Craft Materials - €15 

● ICT - €15 

● Pupil Insurance (24 hour) - €9 

The total for all children will be €54, which represents a significant reduction on previous 

years.  All other materials that previously fell under the heading of School Charges will be 

covered by the Government grant.
